REGIONAL IRISH CULTURAL AMBASSADOR SCHOLARSHIP PROGRAM

IAHM’s Regional Irish Cultural Ambassador Scholarship Program is designed to expose
recipients (“Ambassadors”) to Irish arts, heritage, culture and communities in different regions of
the United States and Canada. It is intended that [AHM Regional Irish Cultural Ambassadors -
through the opportunities of learning and collaborations, and through the exchange of creative,
Irish heritage-based educational programs - will return home and share their experiences with
their own regional Irish cultural communities.

The requirements for the 2026 IAHM Regional Irish Cultural Ambassador Scholarship
Program’s applicants (Leahy Music Camp) are:

« Applicant must be eighteen (18) years of age, or older.

« Must be a resident of New York State.

« Must not have previously attended Leahy Music Camp as a student.

« Must submit a one hundred (100) word description of why the applicant believes they will be

a suitable candidate to be an IAHM Regional Irish Cultural Ambassador.

Must fully participate in Leahy Music Camp classes and activities.

« Must agree to notify the Irish American Heritage Museum immediately if for whatever
reason it is determined the applicant can/will not attend Leahy Music Camp.

The IAHM Regional Irish Cultural Ambassador Scholarship includes:

« Reimbursement for one (1) full-time resident tuition to Leahy Music Camp, from July 5-9,
2026 ($1000 value; transportation and other associated travel costs are the responsibility of
the student).

» Associate Membership to Irish American Heritage Museum (for IJAHM Regional Irish
Cultural Ambassador and family)($100 value).

 Guided tour of Irish American Heritage Museum (value: PRICELESS!).

TAHM’s 2025 REGIONAL IRISH CULTURAL AMBASSADORS

In 2025, Katherine Kalinowski (Arlington TX) and Sean and Liam Bohan (Rivervale NJ) were
named IAHM’s first Regional Irish Cultural Ambassadors.

Katherine (Uilleann pipes) participated at New York’s Catskills Irish Arts Week, while Sean
(fiddle) and Liam (keyboard) participated in O’Flaherty’s Irish Music Retreat’s cultural
immersion program in Texas.

“Attending an Irish arts immersion week in another region of the United States was a great
learning experience for me. I gained new perspectives into my instrument. I brought home to
Texas a ‘fresh take’ on techniques and tunes from playing and learning in New York with some
of the best traditional Irish musicians from Ireland and the Northeast US.” said Katherine.
Katherine, who teaches middle and high school music and art, previously served on active duty
in the United States Navy, and performed on clarinet in U.s. Navy fleet bands. Katherine
discovered her passion for Irish music while she was stationed in Virginia, when she began
learning the tin whistle and playing at traditional Irish music sessions. Since then, Katherine has
immersed herself in Irish music communities in Honolulu, Chicago, St. Louis, Minneapolis, and
Dallas-Fort Worth.
